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In Brazil, one of the problems faced by the open access institutional repositories, refers to copyright, since the auto archiving has not been fully implemented. Particularly in academic institutional repositories, the management of these information systems have been under the tutelage of the libraries that fill it with the documents. Thus, the deposit made through third parties, focuses on problems related to copyright of the author of the resource and its publisher.
By the precepts of the Open Access movement (OA), as presented by Bethesa Meeting (2003), the authors and copyright holders must ensure private access, free of cost, to the resources. However, you need a formal statement of the authors and holders of property rights so the institutional repositories can provide access to the work.
This situation affects the academic institutional repositories, which has not only the purpose of providing access, but also to preserve the intellectual output of an institution, as evidenced by Crow (2002) and Lynch (2003). Thus, there are three issues to be analyzed, to rights to give access, copyright and property rights, regarding Brazilian academic institutional repositories.
As per the documentary typology to constitute academic institutional repositories, Costa (2008) presented a model of scholarly communication, based on Garvey (1979), where it reveals the adoption of the digital publication and deposit in repositories. Shintaku (2009), in turn, has updated this model by adding the publications of books, electronic and printed material. Thus, considering the peculiarity of the various knowledge areas, which have preferential channels for dissemination of research results.
Thereby, reveal the diversity of types of scholarly documents that compose the collection of a repository that can be derived from scientific journals, conference proceedings and university presses. In this context, this study examines the role of university presses, taking in particular the Publisher of the Federal University of Bahia (EdUFBA) and the Institutional Repository of the Federal University of Bahia (RIUFBA).
Due mainly to problems related to copyright and licensing types, institutional repositories have presented challenges to be overcome, in its role as sharer of scholarly literature. In this context, the university publishers, by having the property rights, are taken as the key to the dissemination of scientific knowledge, contemplating more traditional areas, which have, in books, a preferential channel of scholarly communication.
Thus, the Institutional Repository of the Federal University of Bahia (UFBA) innovates with a Community dedicated to Publisher University of Bahia (EduFBA). This connection allows the dissemination of publications, as scanned books, previously published in paper support, by this publisher (ROSA: MEIRELLES: PALÁCIOS, 2011). Thus increasing not only the collection of the repository, but also the importance of the repositories initiatives, since it adds an important aspect of scholar communication, bringing the university presses to the context of repositories.
In this sense, the RIUFBA has a collection of 7,588 documents, where 219 are books published by EdUFBA in its full content. Even with a percentage relatively small, it should be emphasized that the production of books is far lower than other scholarly literature. Thus, it becomes a major source for the dissemination of full content, mainly of books published by university presses.
It should be noted, however, that the areas of Humanities and Applied Social Sciences have together 130 works submitted, most of the resources in the collection. , Proving to be important subjects because these are areas that have, in books, traditionally important sources, either for use or disseminating results. Thus, approaching institutional repositories very focused on dissemination of articles, Humanities and Social Sciences.
Finally, the connection of EdUFBA to the RIUFBA presents itself as an innovation for both the dissemination of scholarly literature, in the form of digital books, as in questions of property rights, pointing to a path to increase the collection of Academic Institutional Repositories, giving visibility to the publisher that, to a certain extent, has no great financial purpose. This way, university presses get closer to the open access movement.
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
